Club Canine

Redfern Canines is excited to announce an exciting, new program for 2012! Called “Club Canine”, it will be a
cooperative venture with Lee Livingood (Clever Companions) and will be held Sundays at 4 pm. This is an
advanced course, designed for those who want to continue training and having fun with their dogs and who
have completed or mastered at least the skills contained in our current Manners class.

When will Club Canine meet?

There will be two levels—Club Canine/Redfern (CC/RF) and Club Canine/Colonial Park (CC/CP). CC/RF will
be the core group and will meet each Sunday (except the 31 Sunday) at Redfern Canines at 4 pm. CC/CP will
be a more advanced, off leash group which will meet the 31 Sunday of each month at Colonial Park Animal

Clinic.
How do | join?

Membership will be $35 per year per family. The individual class fee will be $10 per handler, per session. Dogs
are expected to have mastered the following skills BEFORE joining Club Canine:

4+ Respond within three seconds to physical and/or verbal cues for stand, sit, down, stay, recall, and atten-

tion in the presence of other quiet dogs and people.

One-minute down/stay in a class environment.

+++++++

than five feet.

Respond to cues for sit and/or down in at least two positions relative to the handler.
Attention on cue for 5 seconds with moderate distractions.

Ten-second down/stay at a distance of ten feet from handler

Walk 30 ft on a loose leash, including a left and right turn

Immediate recall on audible and/or physical cues with minimal distractions from 30 feet.

Sit (or stand) quietly next to the handler as a person approaches and passes by at a distance of no closer

4+ Walk within three feet of an interesting (but not high-value item) and leave-it on cue.
Club Canine/CP ONLY--Ability to work off leash for the hour class.

What will we be doing?

Sessions (except the third Sunday CC/CP) will be taught by both Betsy Howell and Lee Livingood. Lee will be

the instructor for the CC/CP sessions.

Class content will be wide and varied. We'll be able to do some agility and similar skill activities that will add
variety to our lessons. We will play lots of training games—some as a team effort and some as individual com-
petitors. Some of our activities will be held indoors and some outdoors. Having two instructors with different
skill sets and similar philosophies, but distinct styles will also add variety and interest.

We are excited about this program and feel that it will add new energy and challenges for those dog/handler
teams who have completed multiple classes and who want to continue training but do not particularly want to

prepare for competition events.
