IMPROV — a Brand-New Dog Sport

It's not often a new dog sport is created, and Redfern is one of the first organizations in the country
to offer training in this exciting event.

Created by Dog Scouts of America it will officially launch in 2011 as the newest form of obedience
competition. “IMPROV” stands for Impromptu Multifarious Performance Requiring Obedience and
Versatility. In other words, creativity and FUN. Itis open to mixed breeds and provides the dog
and handler the opportunity to creatively solve ways to perform 6 specific tasks. One of the nifty
aspects of IMPROV is that it encourages “Lateral Thinking” — the dog and handler team are en-
couraged to think of new and creative ways to accomplish the tasks. There are TWO levels of
competition — Novice and Standard, each with SIX exercises.

The NOVICE exercises are:

1. OBJECT TOUCH — The dog will make contact with 3 unusual objects or surfaces, willingly,
on cue, on a loose 6’ or shorter leash without the handler touching the dog..

2. SEND DOG — Handler sends the dog away from the handler in any direction while handler
stays in a designated area no larger than 3’ x 3'.

3. THE GREAT DIVIDE — Two parallel lines at least 3’ apart are marked on the ground. The
dog and handler start on opposite sides of this marked gap, The dog does as many cued
behaviors (called out by the Judge) as possible in one minute, without crossing either line.

4. RETRIEVE — Retrieve of 3 objects, chosen by the judge, which are thrown or placed 10-15’
away

5. TAB “A” in SLOT “B” — Handler gets the dog to act in a way that may involve movement of
an object, or the dog to/on/into/under/through something within 2 minutes. This exercise in-
volves a great deal of imagination on the part of the handler as well as the Judge.

6. USEFUL BEHAVIOR — The dog should demonstrate a useful behavior, and the handler
should be able to explain how they actually can use this behavior. A small prop may be used.
This is the only exercise for which the dog/handler can practice a behavior before the event.

The STANDARD exercises (off lead) are:

1. OBJECT TOUCH — Three novel objects are placed in the ring, approximately 30" apart. The
handler has the dog heel from object to object, to make contact with each object. Handler
cannot touch the dog or the objects.

2. SEND DOG — The handler will stand in a designated area and direct his dog to a spot at
least 20’ away. The handler can move closer, if necessary (for a point deduction). The han-
dler may not touch the dog.

3. “NOT-SO-STRAIGHT Recall” — Handler leaves dog and walks to a designated area (30-60’
away) and instructs the dog to do up to 10 different behaviors using hand signals or verbal
cues.

4. RETRIEVE — Dog must fetch three unusual objects from a distance of 20 feet.

5. TAB “A” in SLOT “B” — Similar to #5 at the NOVICE level. Demonstrates the team'’s ability
to perform completely new behaviors, based on previous training.

6. USEFUL BEHAVIOR — The dog should demonstrate a completely useful behavior, and the
handler should be able to explain how they actually can use this behavior. A small prop may
be used. This is the only exercise at this level for which the dog/handler can practice a behav-
ior before the competition.
